Easter Sunday
Luke 23:26–24:12
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Rising Arms
· You’ll need two people for this trick. Have Person 1 stand up straight with arms against his or her sides. Person 2 will push Person 1’s arms against his or her sides. Person 1 will try to resist Person 2 by pressing his or her arms against Person 2.  
· After about a minute, Person 2 should let go.
· Person 1’s arms will raise up automatically!
· Talk about how your arms felt when they lifted up.
· Talk about how wrong things can hold us down.
· Talk about how awesome it is that Jesus is our Savior, and how it feels knowing that he took our punishment so we can one day go to heaven with him.  
Jesus is forced to endure the punishment of a criminal—death on a cross—even though he himself is sinless. Why? Because Jesus is our Savior, taking the punishment for our wrongdoings. And then, Jesus comes back to life in three days. Jesus is alive!
